4.	Officers’ Reports:

Chairman/Secretary:  SE welcomed back DM.

Regarding our website, JS had reported to SE that there are still problems but he was working on them.

JS has now stepped down as Treasurer/Planning Officer but is our Deputy President.   He was presented with a pen at the A.G.M., with thanks for all his dedicated work over the years.  Although Lata and Sheila are also no longer Committee Members, Lata is still willing to edit our Newsletter and Sheila is still willing to help with any refreshments etc. for our AGM/Open Meeting, as well as looking after one of our planters.

SE reported that our new Treasurer, Rodney Bennett, apologized for his absence but he was on holiday.   However, he has submitted our financial report.   He knows of a likely Auditor, at a cost of £150, but Sheila may have the name of another at a lower cost.

At the AGM, 50 people had attended, which was thought to be very good.   As the local P.C. could not attend, DM read out the local Crime Report that the Police had sent.   Cllr. Graham Arthur spoke and took questions from the floor, mainly concerning the building of new houses.   There were also complaints about parking changes and pavement work outside the Kingsway shops but it was pointed out that it is the responsibility of TFL.   BC, our Minute Secretary, produced full Minutes of the AGM, which will be filed.   SE thanked BC for this work. 

The Speaker at the AGM  from ‘Lady Bug’, gave a short talk emphasizing a more humane approach to Pest Control and her display table created a lot of interest.   Also Sarah Chant had mounted an attractive display of environmentally friendly ideas for gardeners etc., which had been repeated at the Village Fair.   Cllr. Graham Arthur and the Speaker were officially thanked for attending.
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At the Village Fair, Sheila Chivers had worked hard to produce a stall full of ‘lucky dip’ bags for £1 each, suitable for either ladies, gents or children, according to colour coded ribbons.   JH had a book stall and together they raised approx. £100 towards our Christmas lights.   We now have a separate account for the lights.

Treasurer:  RB, our new Treasurer, was not at the Meeting but he sent a report that we have £5,751.19 in our Deposit account and £2,571.13 (including 2019/20 subscriptions paid in of £958) in the Current account.   There is £24.72 in the petty cash.  RB recommends that ML should receive the subscription money.
